RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

 

Purpose 

The purpose of G.R.O.W’s East Warren Avenue Farmers Market (EWAFM) is to support Local Farmers and 

their Farm-related Micro-Enterprises that will in turn increase the fresh produce and nutrition available to 

residents.  EWAFM also strives to serve as a learning corridor for new farmers and entrepreneurs—nurturing 

and teaching them through hands on market experience.  To do this successfully, it is necessary to follow the 

Rules and Regulations.  The following information will help you to not only participate as a Vendor, but also 

enjoy doing it. 

 

PLEASE NOTE: The breaking of any of the following regulations will serve as grounds for immediate 

and permanent loss of permission to sell any product at the East Warren Avenue Farmers Market. 

 

Display Units (Tents) 

¶ All booths must be in compliance with Regulations provided to all Vendors prior to the event. 

¶ All tents must be organized and ran in a professional manner (e.g. staffed adequately, clean, etc.).   

¶ Vendors must arrive at the Market by 9:00am (to check-in, set-up, and to receive booth location and 

any other necessary information), and be ready to sell by 10:00am.  SELLING CANNOT TAKE 

PLACE BEFORE 10AM. 

¶ Vendor tables must not extend beyond the boundaries of your tent. 

¶ All Vendors must use a tent at the Market (If you do not own a tent, please contact Ryan Hertz to make 

arrangements to use Market tents) 

¶ Vendors must provide G.R.O.W staff with at least 24 hr. notice if they cannot participate at the Market.  

If you fail to do so, we reserve the right to restrict future participation at the Market. 

¶  All produce sold must be grown in Michigan. 

¶ Only items that are a part of your micro-business are to be sold. Space cannot be shared with another 

person(s) who is not a member of G.R.O.W’s EWAFM. 

¶ The selling of beverages, raw meats and seafood, and eggs is not allowed. 

¶ No unsupervised youth are allowed at the Market.  

¶ Smoking is not allowed within 10 feet of the market. 

¶ Vendors are prohibited to give money and/or goods to solicitors. 

¶ Each Vendor is responsible for cleaning their space.  Everything brought into the Market must leave 

with you upon departure. 

¶ Vendors are responsible for the collection and removal of all trash generated by their booth and 

customers (including supplying their own trash compartments and/or bags). 

¶ Vendors must dispose of trash immediately to prevent flies. 

¶ Personal food and/or drinks are not allowed on the display table. All personal food whether purchased 

at the event or brought in a cooler must be placed and consumed at the back of the tent. 

¶ Alcoholic beverages, pets, and individual radios are not allowed in tents or at the market. 

¶ For your own safety and well-being, please dress appropriately and use sunscreen. 

 

Other Helpful Information 

Please bring adequate change (bills and coins) with you. If you do not have change, you may lose a customer
